Private markets increasingly represent the real 

engine room of the economy, having become 

the largest source of capital formation, and 

outstripping the IPO market. Private markets 

firms are also becoming more differentiated 

across a spectrum of scale and specialization. 

And while private markets are inherently a 

more active form of investment than public 

markets, some private markets firms are more 

active than others – truly active firms are 

business builders that combine scale with 

management expertise and operational 

planning to deliver real value creation.2
